'th€ bjg cvent will be a pFctice exercis€ to tesl your
patrols'reacliorls to eneqencies. Set up emergency sit
uatiors that will be wirhin thc skill levels ol the Scolrls.
At least some of the situations should require making
decisions in liie threatenirg" emergencies.

Some oi the sample emery€ncies take place in wil
derness silutrtionsi others are in urban areas. Fanily
members or trierds nay play the parts of victims.

Have Emcrgency Preparedness or Firsi Aid merir
badg€ counselors or other expens on hand to judge
patrol pedormances.

PROBLEM l. A Scout patrol is on a campout ir a

hcavily wooded arca of a national forcsl. A severe

thurderslorm and flash llood hits the campsile. Both

"d.lr lrd,icr.-r"i1nool eowrhL|ole Fgc o e js
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unconscions. Several Scouts have severe cuts. The near-
€sl ranger station is five miles ircm their crnrpsite. The
parrol has managed ro ladio you on its Lwo-way radio
to rcquest help. You are half a mile away in the base
campsite. What do you dol

(PoBsible action: lnstruct the palrol m€mb€rs by
radio to treat tlleil most selously injurcd p€Nons lirst
and gei all parrol membem to a safe place above the
flood- You send for help at lh€ rangs siation, or try to
reach the station by ndio. Then assemble needed gear
and set out to help rhe patrci.)

PROBLEM 2. Your pat.ol is hiki|g on a courtry road.
A-passing farm iruck goes out of control and hits two
patrol members. The truck rhen ve€rs offihe rcad and
rum, over in i dr, 1,, rlp d :' er i, I nocled ul ror.(loL '.
You notice what appears to be toxic chemicals leaking
from a container in lhe truck into the ditcb. The nearest
farmhouse is 1% mil€s away. what do you doi

[PosBible action: Send two scouts running to the fa r
house to cail for medical help aDd ro infom th€ police
about the accidentj t€Ll the police about the spilled
mate ai. ])eat th€ most seriously injured victims firsl.
-fhe dfver may hav€ suff€red seious n€ck or spinal
injudesi to avoid aggravating them, do nol move him
uniess necessary (as in the case ol a [ire].

PROBLEM 3. Your patrol is passing a playgrourd wher
one of the piec€s ol playground equipmenl collapses.
sev€ral ofrhe childr€n suffer brok€n bones and severe
cuts. Many ofthe oth€I childrcn panic and begin run-
ning out in the street. What do you dol

(Possible actior: Cet control of the sitruljon; don't
p. ri.. r . 11, rlre . i.d."n "nd lecf rh.n .e"hd
Reassure them thar they will be OK. Send lwo Scouls
for he1p, and trcat the most severe cases first.)

PROBLEM 4. Your ptrtrcl is in a shopping lnall. A tor
nndo passes by, hiiting one -"rd of th€ lrlall and knock
i I or.r tiower. S"!erd pFooledrerni relbvl\i18
debns, the phon€ system is out, and you are half a mile
fiom a firc sration. How do yo! reactl

(Possible action: Keep callll. Assess pot€ntial hazards
such as live wires, glass, and unstabl€ strlrctures. Mov€
the injued to a safe place. Send two Scouts to the fire
siation for h€lp.J
